ÅNegative consequences:  
ïgeopolitical (France, Hungary) 

ïeconomic and cultural (UK, 
Greece) 

ÅPositive aspects:  
ïmoral (Greece, Ireland) 

ïuncertain (UK)  



Competing narratives 
(East/West and left/right?) 

ά9ǳǊƻǇŜκŎƻǳƴǘǊȅ has ethical responsibility towards ǊŜŦǳƎŜŜǎέ 

VS  

ά9ǳǊƻǇŜκŎƻǳƴǘǊȅ Ƙŀǎ responsibility to protect its own ǇŜƻǇƭŜέ 

 

ÅUK: A distant problem (and keep it like that);  
focus on (British) volunteer/tourist stories   

ÅSerbia:  positive national response to refugees (unlike 
neighbours and many EU countries); 
praise of own citizens for sympathetic stance 

ÅGreece: Greece carries the burden, Greeks compensate for 
lack of institutional support  

ÅFrance: the need to uphold French values  

 



Differences across time:

ÅGradual shift from 
humanitarianism to 
militarization 

ÅNeed for European co-ordination 

ÅFrom sufferers to perpetrators 

 

ÅUK; Greece; Hungary:  
Security and border control  

ÅUK; France; Ireland:  
Terrorism fear and control 



Continuities across time:  
voiceless others 

ÅThe Telegraph: Refugees hardly 
ever speak ς stark contrast to 
frequently quoted state actors 

 

ÅIrish Independent: Refugees and 
migrants are spoken about  

 

ÅHungarian press: Female 
refugees are silent, only seen,
